I.    Welcome and Introductions
Duncan Friend welcomed everyone to the first meeting of the Kansas Partnership for Accessible Technology and asked that everyone introduce themselves.
II.    Why Accessibility?
Presentation made by Cole Robison. Highlights include:
· Online government resources are many and increasing
· 20% of adult Kansans have some kind of disability
· 8% of males have some variation of color blindness
· The majority of working age adults are likely to benefit from the use of accessible technology
· There aging factors such as vision, hearing, etc.
· Decreases risk of high legal expenses.  Target settled a case for $6 million.
· Accessibility is the law.
III.   Partnership Organization and Responsibilities
Presentation made by Duncan Friend detailing the history of web accessibility efforts by the State of Kansas beginning in 1999 through December 2008 when KPAT was officially created by executive order.
IV.   Proposed Goals and Initiatives
Presentation made by Cole Robison detailing the goals of the group in the areas of setting standards, assessment, communication and assistance.  Proposed priorities and timeline for the partnership were also presented.  Cole stated that these were open to group consideration. The timeline is made up of starting points but it will be an ongoing process.  There will be ad hoc task groups established.
It was suggested by Bill Roth that a survey be sent out at 6 months to assess our progress.
V.   Web Content Accessibility Guidelines
Presentation made by Cole Robison. Highlights include
· The W3C updated their guidelines last December to version 2.0.
· The State of Kansas guidelines were based on W3C WCAG version 1.0.
VI.  ITEC Policy 1210 and Annual Report
Policy 1210 requires an annual report from the Web Accessibility Subcommittee (WAS) and needs to be revised to require the report from KPAT.
