Following is a list of the criteria used to evaluate database development proposals 
RELEVANCE
· Applicability to Kansas GIS Initiative and Water Plan goals
· Novelty of proposal to address new theory or data, to address gaps in the Kansas Geodatabase, and/or to enhance existing resources

TECHNIQUE
· Adequacy of proposed methodology, geo-spatial accuracy, and attribution to accomplish stated objectives

· Adequacy of scheduled milestones and related deliverables to accomplish stated objectives

· Quality of proposed supportive documentation to accompany deliverable products, including compliance with the Federal Geographic Data Committee (FGDC) Content Standard for Digital Geospatial Metadata (CSDGM)
EXPERIENCE and COMMITMENT

· Willingness or potential for continued involvement in maintenance of proposed product subsequent to initial GIS Policy Board funding

· Cooperative multi-organization planning, development, and/or probable use

· Adequacy of proposed work group to conduct proposed effort

BUDGET

· Reasonableness of proposed budget

· Matching funds or in-kind contributions
