I.	August 28, 2012 Minutes Approval:
The August 2012 minutes were reviewed and David Rosenthal moved to approve and Ivan Weichert seconded.  
Duncan opened the meeting by letting the group know that Martha Gabehart would not be attending and has an excused absence for today’s meeting. He also welcomed David Cook from KDOC to the meeting, whom Cole Robison introduced and gave the floor for his report.
II.	Achieving Web Accessibility at the Department of Corrections	by David Cook
David began by introducing a content management system called Plone. He cited Plone’s editable templates as instrumental in making compliance easy.   He mentioned that the website is regularly checked with an AMP Scheduled Spider, the results of which are emailed to him, so that any regression can be detected and dealt with immediately.
Anthony Schlinsog asked David: 
How were you after AMP was first run on your site?
Ivan Weichert asked David:
To give an example of the violations he experienced with AMP?
Answer: David responded with headings and sub-headings out of order violations.
III.	State ADA Coordinator Report	by Anthony Fadale
KEES Phase 1 is complete.
Anthony thanked Bill Griffiths and Phil White for their assessment contributions. 
IV.	AMP Update	by Cole Robison
Anthony Fadale suggested having training in 3 different parts of Kansas so all agencies can experience it. 
V.	Training	by Cole Robison
Cole said they should offer Accessibility training/workshop in November. He said Intro to the Web Accessibility is still in development and it would be a good idea to have classes lead by an instructor and each session should last about 3 hours long.
VI.	Telephone Captioning Services	by Cole Robison
Cole said an idea was brought forth by Jay Coverdale to have Cisco Phones with screen captions.
The service will be free to users and us and is hoped to be coming soon.
The service is funded by the FCC.
David Rosenthal said phone captioning is not new and there is one that’s business focused.
VII.	2013 Meeting Schedule	by Cole Robison
Cole said someone suggested changing the meeting day from Wednesday to another day of the week.
Cole said he will pick some week day options and see what works out.
VIII.	PDF Accessibility/Open Discussion	by Cole Robison
Cole explained the scope of usage of PDF on state websites. He said the average number of PDF files is significant. Based on a small-sample evaluation, it is estimated that half of PDF files are not tagged and 90% have accessibility issues.
Anthony Schlinsog asked Cole how many PDF’s are used.
Cole answered: He didn’t know right off hand.
Bill Griffith explained that PDF accessibility depends on the structure of the document.
